At this location, the Shellhouse is distributed to the local
unsheltered homeless and a radio device is installed and
programmed to transmit audio samples of the person's name,
age and place of origin to a receiver. A wide-enough network of

receivers and a strong signal will ensure safety, a sense of
belonging, and an address for the unsheltered homeless.

This is a work in progess that hopes to evolve to more
sophiticated means of connecting the unsheltered homeless,
helping them become a visible and active part of society.
